
Wheaton offers two Early Decision plans for students for whom Wheaton is their first choice. 

Students who apply Early Decision I and submit all credentials by November 1 will be notified of their admission decision by  
mid-December. Admitted students are required to pay a non-refundable deposit of $300 by January 5, 2009.

Students who apply Early Decision II and submit all credentials by January 15 will be notified of their admission decision by February 
15. Admitted students are required to pay a non-refundable deposit of $300 by March 2, 2009.

A student who applies under either one of these plans may initiate non-binding applications to other colleges with the stipulation 
that, when notified by Wheaton of acceptance (and financial aid, if applicable), he/she will withdraw all other applications and will 
not initiate any additional applications.

Applicants for Early Decision must complete the form below and return it with the Application for Admission. Each applicant must  
obtain a parent/guardian signature and his/her advisor’s signature on this form. Finally, be sure to check the appropriate Early 
Decision box on the first page of the Supplement to the Common Application.
